Coefficient of Volume Expansion
The coefficient of volume expansion is the fractional change in volume per degree change in temperature.
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One possible effect of the enhanced greenhouse effect is a rise in mean sea level.

This will be influenced by:

· Anomalous expansion of water

· Different effects of ice melting on sea water and land

· Non-uniform heating of water

· Cooling effect of evaporation at higher temperatures
