Transmission, Absorption and Scattering of em Radiation

Transmission of em waves happens when em radiation is incident on a boundary between two media. Part of the em radiation will be passed or transmitted into the second medium while part will be Reflected.
Absorption of em radiation occurs if the energy of the incoming em photons matches any of the energy level differences in the atoms or molecules. This energy is usually re-radiated then in all directions. 
Scattering of em waves is caused when the radiation interacts with molecules. The radiation is redirected without being altered in any other way.
