Life on Earth
Miller-Urey Theory
· Living things are made up of amino acids that make proteins.
· Amino acids contain Carbon, Hydrogen, Nitrogen and Oxygen.
· The early atmosphere was made up of mainly water (H20), Ammonia (NH3), Methane (CH4) and Hydrogen (H2).

· Miller and Urey put water, Ammonia, Methane and Hydrogen into a warm container and passed electric sparks through it.
· After a week or so, many different types of amino acids were found to exist.
Meteorite Theory
· A meteorite (Murchison) fell to the Earth from outer space and contained up to 70 different amino acids.
· Amino acids are used to make proteins for life on Earth.

· Life may have arrived on meteorites or on comets.

Volcanic Vent under the Sea Theory
· Volcanos can be made under the sea.
· Near a volcanic vent the conditions may be right for life to form.
· The chemicals needed to make life may have come from the volcano.
· The heat from a vent may also provide the correct conditions for life to form.
· There is plenty of water in the sea.
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
