Refracting Telescope Angular Magnification
The angular magnification (M) for the refracting telescope is the ratio of the angle subtended by the object through the telescope (β, θ2) divided by the angle subtended by the object at the unaided eye (α, θ1).
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For high angular magnification, fo should be long and fe should be short.
