Testing Emulsions
1 Put on your eye protection and keep it on for the rest of the practical.

2 Add oil to a depth of 1 cm in a test tube.

3 Add an equal amount of water. Fit a cork or a bung to the test tube.

4 Shake the mixture and allow it to settle. Write your observations in the results table.

5 Now add a few drops of detergent (the emulsifier) to the mixture and shake again. Write your observations in the results table.

6 Repeat steps 2–4 except this time use a mixture of vinegar and olive oil. Write your observations in the results table.

7 Repeat step 5 but use a few drops of beaten egg yolk (the emulsifier) instead of detergent. Write your observations in the results table.
